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After a Chinese notable has been persuaded to work with a project, a staff

member is assigned to work with him. The directors determine the general
approach and the type of information we will try to acquire from the author,
whether a life history, information on particular subjects, or material on a
specific period of time. The staff member does extensive research on the
author, the events, or the institutions which he was connected. He then
conducts a series of interviews which may extend from a few months to several
years. The interviews are transcribed, translated, edited, and produced in a draft
submitted to the author for approval. An approved manuscript is deposited in
Special Collections of the Columbia Library.
