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The funds from 2012-13 Project WeCan for the“English Enhancement Scheme”at our school were used for TOEIC, Cambridge English
Test and the US & New Zealand Exchange Programmes. The objectives of this scheme are as follows: 1) To equip them with the
necessary exam skills; 2) To facilitate the students’ participation in the exchange programmes that raise their English standard through
total English immersion; 3) To have the students who participate in the exchange programmes be good examples for all BHNKC
students to follow. Learning English well at school has advantages such as receiving large subsidies to study overseas.

As a whole, the “English Enhancement Scheme” not only creates an English-rich environment at BHNKC but also helps our school’s
students, who mostly come from the lower middle classes.

Too often trainings and workshops conclude by scurrying to
complete the happy feedback forms with too little opportunity for thinking of how participants may wish to incorporate their learnings
into their daily lives. The labyrinth will allow them to do so.

The gong meditation is pure indul_?ence. A chance to take a pause and reboot at a cellular level which for most adults in Hong Kong is a
luxury indeed. The participants will leave relaxed and refreshed after their long day.
