To arouse students’ interest in reading and help them build up their vocabulary, our school has adopted the Fast Forward Readers as our
school textbooks for two years. This reading programme covers fiction and non-fiction texts of varied topics.  To cater for learners’
diversity, two different levels of books are chosen. Besides using the activity worksheets developed by the publisher, tailor-made
speaking and writing activities are designed for post-reading tasks.

After implementing the programme for two years, our students have gained more confidence in reading aloud a text. For students with
lower abilities, they have got a sense of success. As most of the texts are short, students can finish a title within a short period of time.
As for vocabulary building, they are exposed to some high frequency words through reading each text. To a great extent, the use of
Fast Forward Readers can help boost students’ motivation and performance in learning English.
