1. Full-time undergraduate and graduate students

have a minimum TOEFL score of 500 (paper-based)/
173(computer-based)/ 61 (internet-based), or IELTS
score of 5-6, or TOEIC score of 625 or equivalent.
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ON-CAMPUS ACCOMMODATION

Students who choose to reside on-campus will be housed in a student dormitory in double-occupancy rooms with shared bathroom
facilities. Basic cooking facilities and communal facilities are also available.

DISTINCTIVE FEATURES

Outstanding teachers and small class size
All courses are taught by CUHK well-trained and experienced teachers in a class size of below 23.

Small group support
Students with a similar Chinese language level will form groups of 4 to 6 for school orientation, language activities, oral skill
practice, tutorials and excursions. Each group will be led by a trained CUHK student(s) as teaching assistant or ambassador.

Japanese language support
Staff members who are fluent in Japanese will provide support to students if needed.

International learning environment
Students will study with classmates of diverse cultures. In 2015, students who attended the August Session came from Japan,
South Korea, and other Asian and European countries.

Cultural programmes

For the Chinese Language Programume, social cultural activities in Hong Kong, Macau and Shenzhen (China) will be held on Saturdays
to help international students discover Chinese heritage as well as the unique culture and system of each of the three cities, For the
English Language Programme, students will take part in fieldtrips in Hong Kong to apply the theories learned to real-life situation.
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SPECIAL ARRANGEMENT FOR
JAPANESE STUDENTS

With the launch of the English Language
Programme at CUHK ISS August Session,
students upon successful completion of the
programme will be considered having an
equivalence of meeting the English require-
ment for undertaking a term-time exchange
at CUHK, i.e., having a minimum TOEFL
score of 530 (paper-based)/ 197 (computer-
based)/ 71 (interet-based), or IELTS score
of 6, or TOEIC of approximately 690 or

equivalent.
