PAPER [I: READING AND WRITING

Intentions of the change:
» Fewer passages = students could be more focused
» More time for writing

» Cater for learning diversity

PAPER 1l: READING AND WRITING

> Almost all the students could finish the paper

> Less able students need time to adapt the new format

> Exam paper marking arrangement

> Inconsistent mark penalty of the same paper

PROBLEMS

> Unable to give students instant response
> Validity of the assessment results are in question

> Inconsistent marking system causes confusion and hinders
students’ understanding of their learning progress
