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which are proposed in this book. As several of the previous works by Wu Hung, this
one enriches our vision of the tomb in traditional China, which, as the author says in
his coda, “retained a central position in artistic imagination and creation, producing
infinite variations of architectural structures, pictorial programs, and installations of
objects in the realm of the Yellow Springs” (p. 233).
