That
year, my first child was born. That year, the club

| was first approached by Chung Chi College
Toastmasters Club through Dorothy Fok, the
former Project Coordinator, in fall 2002. At
that time, the club had already been officially
chartered. Dorothy told me that they were
urgently looking for a language evaluator for

| could help them out. | didn't know what a
Toastmasters club was, nor did | know what a
language evaluator did. But Dorothy assured
me that my task was JUST to listen to students’
speeches and gave them some feedback, like
what the ELTU (English Language Teaching Unit)
teachers did in class. She was very persuasive,
and | could not find any excuses to turn her

down. Besides, as the meeting venue was

within walking distance from my home, | really

had no reasons not to go take a look. So, that
Saturday, | went. And that was how my CCC

Toastmasters journey began.

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| don’t remember exactly how that first meeting went. But out of all the new faces, | recognized one

of the student speakers in that very meeting because | just saw him a couple of days ago at the ILC
(The Independent Learning Centre) where | served as a language counselor for a few hours weekly.
This young lad called Billy Cheung came to me for a mock interview assessment which he had missed
in his regular ELTU class, and honestly, his speaking skills were not very impressive. | thought only
students with good English would dare to go to a Toastmasters meeting. But Billy was there. It
sounded totally unbelievable because, in my view, most Hong Kong students were very practical.
They asked for shortcuts; they wanted tips; they didn't like to do extra work. Spending Saturday
afternoons working on one's speaking skills just sounded impossible. So, to find out more, | went
back for a second time the week after. There they were. These folks who might not speak very good
English but had all the heart to learn and took all opportunities available to them to improve their
speaking skills were there every week. They were there not for the credits, not for the grades, but
for the endless chances to practice and learn from one another. Billy was one of the biggest surprises
| have seen in the Toastmasters Club. Through his continuous practices, he transformed from a
shy and reticent young man to a confident speaker. Before he graduated, he even snatched a few

awards in the Toastmasters Speaking Contests.

Encouraging examples like these are plentiful in the CCC Toastmasters Club. Fred Cheng, one of the
former presidents of the club, had difficulty in pronouncing /s/ in the middle of a word. Instead of
“Toastmaster”, Fred would say “toemaster”. By investing effort and time, he overcame his weakness
and became a much more fluent speaker. Richard Chau was once our weekly “Ah"” King, the person
who utters the most number of fillers in a meeting. After years of practices he has not only given up
his “Ah" King title, but is now a confident science teacher. These may look trivial to any outsiders.

Yet, to us, we live and embrace the old saying: Practice makes perfect. As a Swedish Toastmasters



member once said, Toastmasters meetings are
like a cookbook. They give you recipes for
baking a speech. The more often you do it, the

better it gets.

| dedicated much time not only in attending the
regular Saturday meetings, but also training our
students for the International Speech Contests.
To me, some of the most memorable elements
of speeches are (in no special order): Cyrus
Ng's classic “cat sheet” openings for many of
his impromptu speeches; Weisi Yuen'’s hilarious
“losing face” introduction; William Cheung
and Jacqueline Chong'’s singing performances
in their 10" speech; Billy Cheung’s precise
evaluation on what a “nice body” meant; Sarah
Lee’s convincing evaluative performances;
Kenneth Wong's quick wit on dealing with
table topics; Kevin Lai and Dominic Chiang’s
native-like British English (Kevin being the
British actor, Rowan Atkinson, and Dominic
being the politician, Chris Patten!); John Yong's
beautiful use of rhetorical devices; Eva Saur’s
unique examples of falling in love with CUHK;
Howard Kwong's insightful sharing of his
experience as an exchange student; Mia Tang’s

vivid depiction of “JoMa" in the O Camp with

her very original metaphor — “desperate housewives”; and Keren
Zhu's meaningful messages of treasuring one’s life. All of these
speeches brought joy to my spirit and tears to my eyes! Perhaps
what we celebrate today is ordinary young men and women who
came to the alumni room with a pure heart of learning, but left with
so many extraordinary achievements. Many of our Toastmasters
have won trophies in the area contests; one or two have even made

it to the district level.

Among all these Toastmasters | have worked with, one of them
gave me an experience | would never forget. In the first few years,
students were allowed to enter the area speech contest with no
particular requirements. One year, the rules were changed without

us knowing. Our representative that year was Jeffrey Hui. Jeff and

| got together whenever we could to work on his speech.
Many of the Toastmaster members came to see him rehearse
and give him feedback. With that amount of time and
effort spent by everyone, | was quite sure that he would
stand a high chance winning that contest. Yet, that evening
before the contest, the contest chair made it clear to us that
Jeff was not qualified because he had not made enough
speeches prior to the contest. Jeff was utterly devastated,
and so was |. | felt sorry for this very dedicated young man
because his chance of winning that trophy just vanished
brutally. Although he lost his eligibility, he was still given
the opportunity to give his speech as a performance in the
contest. When | saw how well he did, tear just ran down
my face uncontrollably. If Jeff were allowed to compete, |
knew he would win. | was frustrated and angry with the
Toastmasters organization, and | thought of boycotting
them from then on. It was my friend, Dr Linda Yung, who
saw through this and taught me the true spirit of CCC
Toastmastering. Competitions are not important. Winning is
not everything. Our objective as advisors is not to create one
winner of one competition, but to prepare our students for
their own competitions in their lives. There are high highs
but also lumps and bumps in life. It's those hurdles we need
to help these youngsters learn to cross. Jeff learned much
from all those practices. His English improved; his speech

polished; his delivery perfected. And so did our fellow
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Toastmasters who came to watch him rehearse and give him
feedback. Despite what the outcome was, we were already
winners. Since then, my attitude towards Toastmastering
has changed tremendously. My goal is very simple. | want
to make a difference in these youngsters. | am here to help
my students become better speakers by first helping them
recognize their own strengths and then overcome their
weaknesses. Winning the speech contests is no longer on

my agenda.

I would very much like to take this opportunity to pay tribute
to the soul of our club, Dr KH Yung. With foresight, Dr
Yung established the Language Enhancement Program under
which CCC Toastmasters is housed. All the language related
college activities he organizes have one plain aim: to provide
a more conducive environment and more opportunities for
students to enhance their language skills. On a personal
note, Dr Yung is not only an infinitely generous friend,
but he is also the exemplary teacher in my heart. His
tireless dedication to Chung Chi College and CU is the
very definition of an educator. If more teachers can learn
from his selflessness, his dedication and his commitment to
education, there will be one certainty — better students as a
result. Because of him bringing Toastmasters to Chung Chi,
our message and successful examples have spread all over

For many years, Chung Chi College has aimed to -89
interact with other universities around the world for
the enhancement of our students. The Student Visitor
Program is one such program with the main objective
of promoting direct interaction between students
of the College and other universities. The program
with Zhejiang University first began in 2002 with the
initiation of the committee’s former Chairman, Prof.
Y.S. Leung, and the support and patronage of the late
Mr. Eddie T.Y. Lu. Since then, it has become a regular

At the end
of the program, students will have to submit a report on what they have learnt and what insights they
have gained. | was lucky to have the honor to participate in the 2002 and 2010 CC-ZJU Student Visitor
Program. From these two individual years’ attendance, | have noticed quite a number of interesting

changes.

Each year, the CC-ZJU Student Visitor Program has a specific theme. From the different themes in
year 2002 and year 2010, | observed how Hong Kong and Mainland circumstances have progressed.
The theme in 2002 was “How Undergraduates Build a New World — To Review the Present, To Project
into the Future”. With China’s accession to WTO in 2001, China started to open itself to the world. It
became important for university students to take a more active role in helping the country to advance and
connect to the world. During the two weeks in 2002, the students had a number of in depth seminars
and discussions on the economic effect of China’s accession to WTO, the economic relation between

Mainland China and Hong Kong, the development of Hong Kong, as well as China’s education system.

Then, in 2010, two years after hosting the
Olympics, China was put in charge of another
world event, viz. the World Expo. With relevance
to the World Expo, the theme of the program was
“China and World Expo: Study on Socio-economic
Development of the East China Region”. This
gave all the participants an opportunity to reflect
on the 2002 theme, and perhaps to connect the
dots backward: Has China opened itself to the
world? Has the world been introduced to China?
Based on these, students had a series of seminars
and discussions on the historical background,
economics, human resources, infrastructure
and environmental effects of the World Expo.
Besides classroom lectures and discussions, a
variety of visits and tours helped supplement
students’ understanding of the local historical
culture, business structure and major theme of the
program. Thus, in addition to the various university
visits, our group was privileged enough to be able

to see museums, banks, manufacturing factories,

science parks, monetary institutes, and even judiciary
organization, many of which are specially arranged for
us because, as you can imagine, they are usually not
opened to public. Moreover, with the Expo theme,
the 2010 Program included a bonus side trip to the
Shanghai Expo. Compared with the many previous
CC-ZJU Student Visitor Programs, the 2010 one was

definitely more than educational.

Needless to say, this Program is a very good experience
for the students of both hosting institutes. Not only
do they have to understand the hard core academic
materials in the classroom, but they also need to be
aware of the way how their peers behave and present
themselves. One thing | observed about the students is
that in 2002, the two groups of students showed very
different preferences in their choices in games, songs,
hobbies and even lifestyles. To me, it was very easy

to distinguish who belonged to which group judging
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The participants of the 2010 Program. The
appearance of CC and ZJU students were
much alike than that of the 2002 Program.
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from their styles of clothing and mannerism. Last
year, when | joined the program again, | noticed
that the two groups of students were more
and more alike in appearance. The only way to
tell them apart was how they perceived things
differently. This may be a sign that China is being
more global, leading to the narrowing of the

differences between the two cultures.

Another thing that | observed was the
characteristics of these delegates. In 2002,
students from both institutes were eager to know
their counterparts, especially for the Chinese
delegates, since it was not common to have the
chance to visit other places back then. | could still
recall the incident that a Chung Chi student who
could not make it to Zhejiang University was most
enthusiastic to volunteer to receive the Zhejiang
students at their arrival. Everyone tried to grasp
the chance to reach out. In 2010, students from
both institutions were, comparatively, less excited
than before. To see it from another perspective,
this perhaps suggests that these two groups of
students were more at ease with each other. The
tense atmosphere that the Program had initially
was gone. They got to know each other right

away with no barriers at all. This must be the

results of more open and rapid communication,
exchange of knowledge, and traffic between the
Mainland and Hong Kong. | observed that given
fewer hurdles to overcome, the students developed
strong rapport among themselves in a short period

of time.

As an academic advisor, | have probably gained the
most from the CC-ZJU Student Visitor Program.
In 2002, | was asked to go to Zhejiang University
within a short notice. It was my first official trip to
China. | was inexperienced and was not prepared
at all. Luckily, | had a group of forgiving students
who tolerated my inadequacy. Since it was also the
first CC-ZJU Student Visitor Program, | tried my best
to set a good role model for the partner institute
as well.  Among all the activities we had, the
most memorable ones were, perhaps, some of the
local family dinners at the local students’ homes in
Zhejiang. In 2010, | thought | was better prepared.
However, to my surprise, we had a TV crew team
following us most of time. Thus, for someone
who was not good at facing the camera, | had a
tough time with the TV crew around. Nevertheless,
| definitely gained much from the seminars and
discussions, plus a terrifying experience on fighting

camera phobia!
