1. The impact of your project. For instance, you show why you choose this
topic, and the potential of the project.
2. The progress of your project. For instance, you give how much you have
finished according to your timeline in your proposal.
3. Q&A. For instance, you show the difficulties you face and possible
solutions. You may get feedback from the tutor and other students.
