 Consideration will be given to the overall merits of each application, including innovation and impact of the activity in enhancing the 
internationalization exposures of students outside the association concerned.

 Inter-association collaboration will be highly encouraged. 
 The Fund would not cover expenses of overseas exchange activities organized by student associations for their members.
