A combination of Web GIS and the Internet opens up a channel to secure mass participation in
spatial referenced decision-making. This project explores the use of Web GIS, Internet and other
technologies to overcome the interactive information access barriers to the participatory
process in the environmental planning and takes forest fire as an example that should be
taken into consideration during ecological planning. A Web GIS based Virtual Studio system is
developed to secure general public access. Both the planning authority and the general public,
together with related professionals can participate in the planning process with the aid of this
online Virtual Studio.
