- Attendance requirement: Shaw College full-time undergraduate students are required to attend
at least 3 College Assemblies each term to fulfill the College Assembly attendance requirement.

System the following Monday after each assembly.

- All students are required to attend College Assemblies. (except incoming exchange students)

- Outgoing exchange students are also required to attend College Assemblies in their normative
study period after returning to the University during their remaining studies.

- Students of Faculty of Medicine: only students with medical study year MYR1, MYR2 & MYR3
under CUSIS are required to attend college assembly.

- Students of Nursing Programme: students are required to attend college assembly for 9 terms,
as students have clinical training in Term 2 of year 5.

- Students of Chinese Medicine: students are required to attend college assembly for 9 terms, as
students have clinical training from Term 2 of year 5.
