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Learning Path at College

As part of the College orientation programme, the *College Student Advisor Scheme is especially designed to help
new students settle in College life. 8-10 students will be matched with 1-2 advisors, who are College staff members,
to interact on academic, personal and College life matters in informal gatherings. Our advisors come from different
faculties and departments in the university. Students will first meet their advisors in College-organized meetings in
September to October, 2019. Subsequent meetings will be initiated by students. By meeting at least once a term,
freshmen can continue to seek guidance from advisors on setting personal goals.

When new students entered their second year of College life, they are eligible to join Mentorship Programme, which
serves as the next stage of advice and guidance. The introduction of group-to-group mentor-mentee model over
a period of two years provides Year 2 and Year 3 students with the opportunities to enrich their people skills and
career development from various fields of experts. The mentors’ stories of success and challenges will inspire the
mentees upon the journey of realizing their personal goals.

The College also provides ample opportunities and support for students to extend their exposure. While Internship

Programme let students lay solid foundation for their future career, various self-initiated project funding schemes
such as Sunny Passion Programme and Rance Lee Award support students to realize their wild ideas.
