- Students should try to understand the unique learning mode in this course in comparison to the usual language class.
There is no formal text book and teaching by lecture in the PRINCH programme. Students are expected to take an
active approach in learning, such as data search, preparing questions for tasks, speak up, sound and video recording
etc.

- Students should carry a battery fully charged recording device every lesson to enhance their learning in PRINCH,
such as smart phone with sound and video recording function, MP3 recorder etc.
