• be registered postgraduate students 
studying the MA Programme in 
Religious Studies;  

• take at least one course in Taoism 
during the scholarship awarded 
academic year. 

• be registered postgraduate students 
studying the MA Programme in 
Religious Studies;  

• take at least one course in Buddhism 
Studies during the scholarship 
awarded academic year. 

• be registered postgraduate students 
studying the MA Programme in 
Religious Studies;  

• be in final year of study (completed 
at least 24 credits); 
 

Application 
Procedures 

1. Return the completed application form (invitation for scholarship application will be sent in July) before the deadline with the following documents: 
• updated transcripts (a downloaded copy from CUSIS is acceptable) 
• copy of term paper related to Christianity (for Award for Outstanding Performance in Christianity of St. Francis Xavier Scholarship) 
• copy of term paper related to Taoism (for Shun Shin Kindness Foundation Scholarship) 
• copy of term paper related to Buddhism Studies (for TAM So and VONG Kuan I Memorial Scholarship) 

2. Selected candidates will be invited for an interview if deemed necessary (only if we are not able to select the winner based on the academic results). 

The Department will shortlist candidates 
among the final year students based on 
academic merit (overall GPA results), no 
application form is needed to be 
completed. 
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
