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 She particularly interests to see how Christianity, including the Roman Catholic and
Protestant Church, as a foreign religion with colonial privilege, contributed to a
transnational network and local social transformation.

 Her research focuses on transnational history of Christianity in South China, including
Canton and Hong Kong.

 This project plans to analyze how transnational ecumenical networks and resources
nurtured early local radical social movements in late- colonial Hong Kong.
