Instructions for Applicants

The information provided herein will be used for the purposes related to the Ho Tim Foundation Scholarships at Hughes Hall, the University of Cambridge.  It may be accessible to offices, committees or persons who will process scholarship matters.  Information on unsuccessful candidates will be destroyed when no longer required.

This application form should be completed in BLOCK LETTERS.

Candidates must apply for entry to the University of Cambridge for post graduate study via the standard University admissions process, details of which are available on the University website. In doing so they should state at the relevant points that
a) they are applying for the Ho Tim Foundation scholarship; and
b) that their College of first choice is Hughes Hall.

Applicants must also send the information detailed in the section below on “Materials to be submitted by the Applicants” by completing this application form setting out their case as to why they should be the recipient of the scholarship awards – emphasising their academic credentials, funding requirements and proposed contribution to College life and providing referee details.

Materials to be Submitted by the Applicants

In addition to the usual application to be made to the University of Cambridge, each applicant must separately complete the relevant sections of this application form and submit the following materials to S.H. Ho College and Hughes Hall (to the contact points named above):
(i) a statement by the applicant about his/her general interests and activities, past and planned contributions to College life, the course of study which he/she proposes to follow at Hughes Hall and how his/her current study at CUHK relates to it, and the character of the work aimed at in later life. This statement should not exceed 1,000 words in length and must be written in English. If the applicant has left CUHK before applying for an award, he/she should also state his/her occupation since he/she left; 
(ii) the names and contact details of three referees who are well acquainted with the applicant, for confidential references. Two of them must be persons under whom the applicant has studied at CUHK. The third should be a member of the community who has not taught the applicant and who is not a member of CUHK's staff; 
(iii) a record certified by the Registrar of CUHK, or other responsible officer, of the courses completed/under study, together with honours and degrees, if any (to be sent in hard copy to the S.H. Ho College contact only); and
(iv) one recent photograph of the applicant. This must be a professional or passport photograph with the applicant's full name in block letters on the back of the photograph (in hard copy to S.H. Ho College and scanned copy to Hughes Hall).


Process following application

S.H. Ho College will review the applications made to generate a list of the candidates, ranked in order of merit. The criteria for ranking will be academic excellence, financial need, and the students’ proposed contribution to College life.

Once it is known which of the applicants have been successfully accepted for study at Cambridge University by their respective academic departments, Hughes Hall will review the field of successful candidates and make its choice of the candidate(s) ranked highest by S. H. Ho College, with one reserve candidate.

These names will be passed to S.H. Ho College and to the Donor for approval before the top student(s) is/are informed of his/her/their award. S.H. Ho College will inform the appropriate committee(s)/office(s) of CUHK of the award. S.H. Ho College will arrange for the selected candidate(s) to meet with the donor.

Hughes Hall will then tell the student(s) formally of his/her/their award (or of their failure to secure an award).
