A Taste of Local Culture

The city’s real attraction is not just those glistening skyscrapers.

ne of the best ways to unwind yourself after final exams is to just

walk freely and experience the rural scene. You may say it
seems difficult to find such a place in Hong Kong. After all,
Hong Kong is the synonymous of “modernization”, and
most people are used to its modern image. Yet, the
excursion to Tai O fish village has completely
changed my thoughts.

Tai O fish village, a rare example of a Chinese
stilt-house community, is located in the Northwest
of Hong Kong. Built on coast edge of Lantau
Island, it is more like a Xanadu. It is the home of
the Tanka people, a community of fisher folks
who built their homes on stilts above the tidal
flats for generations because they do not feel
safe on land.

Their enchanting world is a peace-seeker's
paradise. Interestingly, a new manually-
operated drawbridge, Sun Ki Bridge, spans
the narrow creek that divides the town and
replaces an old-fashioned rope-drawn "ferry" that operated for over 85 years.

I had a lot of fun when browsing the stalls and shops around Tai O. It was definitely a unique culinary experience
for checking out the locally produced
shrimp paste and salted fish. My
recommendation was the home-made
Tau Foo Fah (bean-curd jelly, a kind
of dessert made from beans). Even
though it was a common dessert in
Hong Kong, Tau Foo Fah in Tai O had
a special taste, the original flavor of
beans and sesame. In some shops, we
could even participate in the production
process of local foods. It was really
satisfying and exciting to eat the food
made by one-self.

The climax of this trip was to watch
the Chinese white dolphin. Taking a
speeding yacht off the shore, we were
really lucky to have a glance at the pink
dolphins. They were shy and friendly,
jumping above the water to enjoy the
cheers from us. We were so close to
the nature, and everything was so fresh

and simple.

With a full stomach and a close encounter with the nature, what do you still look for? Don’t get
overwhelmed with all the action — take a deep breath, and enjoy it. The Tai O fish village is one of a kind.

hen | first heard about CUSIS, | was worried whether it would just be a new online platform.

Downloading notes from different platforms really bothers me a lot as | have to memorize and
log-in different links. Surprisingly, | won’t encounter this problem anymore with the newly launched
CUSIS.

Since the launch of CUSIS in July, the revamped MyCUHK webpage allows a handy single sign-on
function. From now on, simply login to MyCUHK, | can access to most of the online platforms and
applications directly such as CUSIS, eLearning platforms, medical appointment booking, etc.

Another change that CUSIS brought to me is the new experience of course selection. | can plan
all my courses at anytime during the pre-enrollment period and save my selected courses in the
system. The “validate” function helps me to check my eligibility instantly and results are known in
real time. All these new features help me a lot in my course planning and eliminate the time gap.

All in all, I think having CUSIS in place is a great idea and surely there are still rooms for
improvement for a new system. Yet it has made my life in CU easier!
