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2. Parents reported more
arrangement of science activities
when their children was 10 year
old, their children’s science
performance at age 15 tend to be
higher.

4. Interestingly, home-school communication does not\

exhibit a positive relationship with the child’s science
performance. Parents with the most home-school
communication (top quarter) appears to have the worst
performance. One possible explanation is that teacher-parent
contact is often initiated by incidents related to students’
academic or behavioral issues. In other words, home-school
communication is more likely to be problem oriented rather
