Abstract

Storytelling has long been considered as an effective way to teach
students reading in Western countries. While in Hong Kong, the
method is rarely practiced in school or at home until recent years.
However, despite its increasing popularity, storytelling is still being
considered as an independent extracurricular activity. Through
working with some primary schools, the author of this book
illustrates how storytelling can integrate with the formal Chinese
Language curriculum, and if provided with clear objectives,
storytelling can improve students’ writing. As far as teachers are
concerned, the interactive nature of storytelling challenges their
daily questioning techniques, and will eventually lead to
professional development through practicing the method.
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
