Content
Posters can highlight on any going research in oceanography or topics currently being studied.
Dimensions of Poster Presentations 
[IMPORTATNT] To fit the available board space, posters must be no bigger than A0 in dimensions
· Poster width should not exceed 84.1cm. 
· Poster height should not exceed 118.9 cm. 
See following sample. This is an example and should not be followed too rigorously if the guidelines (below) are followed. The layout of the poster and the details of its content are the responsibility of the authors. Originality, attractiveness and clarity are the most important qualities to demonstrate in the poster.
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Design and Format
· Use graphs, charts, with illustrations and photos as much as possible. Minimise the use of text and tables.
· Use large bold lettering for readability (minimum font size 14pt non-serif e.g. Arial). 
· Graphic poster presentations should be readable from 2.4m away. 
· The use of colour graphics will enhance poster readability and attractiveness.
Content 
-   Title: BOLD AND UPPER CASE (see note below), followed by author's name and affiliation; include email addresses and web addresses if appropriate. Note: It is widely ac
cepted that, for reading English text rapidly, comprehension is more rapid and accurate with Lower Case lettering (that is why road signs are frequently lower case, perhaps with first letters of each word in upper case).  
-   Abstract: - do not to exceed 500 words 
-   Introduction 
-   Objective (including study area if have) 
-   Methods 
-   Results 

-   Discussion 
-   Conclusion 

-   Major references (maximum of 5 citations) 
-   Acknowledgements (research funding, data providers, universities, helpful colleagues etc.)
-   Use borders or white space to separate sections. 
Mounting 
Posters should be mounted during the 1st day of the training course (21 October 2013) or following on 22 October 2013. Materials for mounting posters will be provided at the poster session venue. 
Poster Presentation Session 
The poster session will take place on the evening of Tuesday 22 October 2013 from 18:30 to 20:00. The venue will be announced in due course.
[IMPORTANT] Poster authors will also need to be present to answer questions about their research work during this session.
Training course participants are expected to present their posters to the session adjudicators. The adjudicators will comprise the training course lecturers and members of the organising committee who will be present to review all of the posters. There will be prizes and certificates awarded for the best posters. The awards for best posters will be decided on the basis of scientific content and presentation, particularly the clarity and conciseness of the objectives and conclusions. 
The posters can remain on display until the morning of Saturday 26 October 2013. Participants are responsible for the removal of their own posters. CUHK will not be responsible for posters after 13:00 on Sat. 26 Oct. 2013. Poster presenters may want to have business cards available at their posters and also provide A4 paper colour prints of their posters. 
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
