COURSE DESCRIPTION

An upper-intermediate course designed for students who have completed CLCP2233 and CLCP2253 or
CPTH2233 and CPTH2253. Students who have not completed the above courses are invited to take the
Putonghua placement tests offered by CLC. Students who have completed higher levels of similar Putonghua
courses are not allowed to take this course.

Course contents focus on familiarizing students with the use of newly acquired vocabulary and grammar
points. Focus will be on appropriateness in application.

Topics include various aspects of Chinese language and culture.

GRADING WEIGHTS
This is an intensive course. Registered students must meet for 42 teaching hours. The final grade is based
on evaluation of student performance (25%), periodical assessment test (50%) and final examination (25%).
