Department (ImmD) as well as collection and shipping student visa label (entry permit) by courier.

9. All other passport holders: Visa application fee (HK$100) is for visa sponsorship and application submission by CUHK to the Hong Kong Immigration
Department (ImmD). E-Visa fee of HK$230 is for downloading the e-Visa when it is available. Students will be contacted in due course to settle the

e-Visa fee directly with the ImmD online.
10. An application fee of HK$400 is required for students from American University of Sharjah and Shantou University.
