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Eligibility and Selection Criteria

Yale-China Chinese Teaching Fellowship Program recruits and selects Chinese
Language Teaching Fellows who serve as teaching assistants to Chinese Language
teachers in New Haven, Connecticut area schools and lead extracurricular
activities at their host schools and organizations to forge lifelong bonds and
mutual cross-cultural understanding with students, colleagues and the host

community.

With a legacy of excellence to maintain in the new extension of the English
Teaching Fellowship, the Yale-China Association jointly organize the Chinese
Teaching Fellowship Program with New Asia College and the Faculty of Education
at the Chinese University of Hong Kong. Under the Program, only the most
outstanding applicants are selected to carry on its century-long tradition. We look
not only for intelligence, enthusiasm and capacity for teaching, and ability to live
and work abroad, but also for those candidates who will grow the most from the

experience.

When the Fellows are in the US, on-going support is provided by Yale-China
Association staff from the Education Program with the strong engagement of the

participating host schools and organizations.

Eligibility

Applicants will be recent graduates of New Asia College and/or the Faculty of
Education of The Chinese University of Hong Kong.

While we don’t require prior experience with the United States, we do expect the
applicants to have certain proficiency in English language that can help them live and
work well in America. Cantonese (or other dialect) speaking candidates are welcome

to apply if they possess good mandarin skill with only minor accent.

Applicants must also be eligible for visas for the United States.
