The mobility of augmented reality game Pokemon GO: mechanisms,
culture, and changes

Based on the comparison with the previous Virtual Reality (VR) online games, with its forerunner
Ingress, and the long-term participatory observation, this paper contends that Augmented
Reality(AR) game Pokemon GO is typical with its mobility:

Firstly, AR games are enhanced by the mobility of mobile phones with their built-in GPS
chips and the ability of netsurfing everywhere to create a special genre of games which are
distinct from the ordinary VR online games. Consequently, AR games break the distinctions
between the real and the virtual.

Secondly, the players of Pokemon GO display the phenomena of mob-ility, which was coined
by me to grasp the specialty of the contemporary socio-culture, which is distinct from both
the traditional and the modern socio-culture. That is, under the phenomena of mob-ility,
there is the ambivalence between individual and society, which means that the experiences
of being too far away from both the collective and the individual are equally terrible. And the
people always want to have the flexibility of switching between the two kinds of states.

Finally, in this paper, | trace the changes and adjustments of the mechanism and the design
of Pokemon GO which aimed to explore the possibility of profits. For me, it's a quite rare
opportunity to observe the development of a single game from the start, especially an emerging
AR game, which enable us to predict the development of Pokemon GO in the near future.

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Getting closer being apart : The use of communication technologies and
parent adult-child relationships in Taiwan

By adopting the theory of Intergenerational Solidarity, this study tries to investigate how
the uses of Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs) between Taiwanese
parents and adult children across distance are related to parent-child relationship.
Data were obtained from an online survey and in-depth interviews. The results show
that LINE is currently the most commonly used technology for long-distance family
communication in Taiwan. However, the choice of technologies for parent-child
communication may vary depending upon the purpose, content, location and occasion
of the contacts. Findings also show that structural solidarity (geographic proximity and
number of family members) and normative solidarity (strength of filial obligations) were
found to be strongly related to association solidarity (frequency of contacts). This study
also confirms that frequent interaction between parents and adult children can indeed
promote mutual affection (emotional attachment), function (instrumental support or
resource sharing), and consensus (agreement) solidarities.

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Sex, desire and intimacy: the mutual constitution of dating App and gay
men in China

Despite increasing scholarly attention has been given to the dating Apps due to
its popularity, we have yet to fully understand how people understand, negotiate and
strategically participate in this media practice. Based on the theoretical framework of
duality of media, qualitative analysis of in-depth interview with 17 users of Blued (China's
version of Grindr) has examined the interaction between media affordance and people's
practice, especially how people reproduce and reshape the social system where media
affordance set the boundaries of social practice for agents. More specifically, Our research
reveals that: 1) people use various strategies to resist the location-based and image-
dominated online community of APP; 2) regarding the search function of Blued, the
underlying design assumption of rational demands contradicts with the ambiguity and
liquidity of romantic relationships; 3) among a plentiful of similar media, users have
developed a repertoire where specific media is positioned for specific use. Our paper
concludes with a critical reflection on the theoretical framework of duality of media in
relation to the changing social context in China.

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A study of communication rights of new immigrants from Southeast Asian
countries in Taiwan and the establishment of the relative TV channels for
the group.

Television programs often are the main media for new immigrants from Southeast Asian
countries to adapt and integrate into Taiwan's society. These immigrants, however, may
face possible challenges such as negative impressions and stereotype delivered by the
existing media. Therefore, the way that protect the communication rights of the immigrants,
may further influence the immigrants themselves along with their second generation.

This study, based on the results gathering from five focus group including interviews with
39 immigrants form Southeast Asian countries and in-depth interviews with 14 experts
and scholars of Taiwan. The research unveils: (1) majority of the interviewees are dissatisfied
with the existing TV programs, which create negative impressions for new immigrants,
(2) majority of the interviewees believes that negative impressions and stereotype
delivered by media would affect the social identity of new immigrants, and (3) majority
of the interviewees expect to train audio and video production talents, establishing their
own television channels, as the government has already set up indigenous and Hakka
televisions in Taiwan, respectively for the minority groups.

The study, which uses "social identity gratifications" and "diasporic public sphere" as
theoretical tools, analyzes influence of TV programs on social identity of new immigrants
from Southeast Asian countries as well as the meaning of media access rights and
dissemination rights to establish new immigrants' own TV channels.

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Mobile connections and portable communities: WeChat and re-embedding
of the elderly floating population

Past studies suggest that the dismantling and reconstruction of social networks is a major
obstacle to the social integration of the mobile population, which is particularly difficult
for the urban elderly floating group. This study interviews and observes how they use
WeChat and finds out that, on the one hand, through the mechanisms of double articulation,
connection and multi-layer interconnection of WeChat, their social networks in the place
of inflow have been quickly weaved, acquiring re-territorialized. On the other hand, their
broken social relations due to the mobility have also been carried by WeChat, gaining a
continuous connection and "a mobile sense of the place". They also use WeChat to coordinate
the tension among the different states of transfer, temporary residence and dwelling, in
coordination with their geographical move, addingmore initiatives to their social actions
and interactions.

By examining how them use WeChat to connect, articulate and carry the communications
and experiences in different spaces, this study displays how the elderly mobile population,
which is often considered to be a marginal group in political and economic structure and
in technology-use, utilize the mediation of new communication technologies to participate
in social life, to acquire meaningful interpersonal connections and to handle with their
dilemmas and difficulties in lives. This study also deepens the understanding in the
issue of how mobile media is used creatively to attain re-embedding in mobile life and
to generate the liminal space.

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Mobile food: Food images on Instagram

Food photos, one of the most popular photo categories on Instagram, should receive
the attention of mobile communication scholars, but little has been done in the past.
This exploratory study examined how Instagram users publish food and how their
mobile usage was related to satisfaction and personal traits such as narcissism. Findings
showed that users were more likely to upload food photos taken on the local street on
Instagram than at their own homes or others” homes. The tendency of users to upload
real-time photos on the spot on the local street was also higher than at home. In addition,
users were much more likely to show their locations on Instagram when they took food
photos on the local street, when compared with that of domestic setting or overseas
travel, but there were no significant differences for homemade food or purchased food.

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Traveling with me! Writing on the facebook among mature-aged travelers

This study, employing one-on-one interviews, attempts to explore the meaning of travel
writing to mature-aged travelers. Ten participants are recruited to participated in this
study from June to December, 2017. The findings of this study show that participants
has been interested in writing and picture-shooting since they are young which, in turn,
reinforces their intentions to write on facebook while travelling. Traveling writing helps
participants carry out dreams of being a writer. Participants love to write while traveling
because they enjoy the feeling of sharing and getting feedbacks from friends who read
messages they thread on facebook. Writing as one way of records about traveling,
participants reveal that they tend to write about their travel without setting any boundaries.
Traveling writing becomes a process of perceiving "self-existence". Yet, traveling writing
is also related to privacy issue which inspires some participants not to show off all about
them without any consideration.

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Social capital and mobile telephony use of deliverymen in Shanghai

Mobile telephony use put the deliverymen into the shared information environment,
exposing them into constantly using of the mobile telephony to coordinate their "mobility”,
which called the process of "online compliance". The long working hours also contribute
to their frequently use of the mobile telephony in the daily routines. Self-report survey
data from 302 deliverymen in Shanghai, China indicated that bonding social capital
and bridging social capital were both positively correlated with social-oriented mobile
telephony use, while no strong association was suggested between bridging social
capital and the working-oriented mobile telephony use. We found that the use of social
media-oriented mobile telephony will be a help in the renewal of social capital in the
process of urban-rural migration in terms of the reinforce of the existing social relationship
as well as developing new relationship, from which they will be benefited from some
resources return. But the deliverymen's social engagements are too arduous to have
a further step in the transformation of the social relationship.

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Ride-hailing drivers' mobile work -- Ride-hailing drivers' temporal, spatial and
social relations in Shenzhen

This article studies mobile work of drivers in a car-hailing platform in China from the
three dimensions of temporal arrangements, spatial arrangements and relationship
structures, taking into account the effect of government regulations. It discusses
how technology has connected and embedded drivers into mobile work and the
relationship network developed therefrom and exposes the social tension. Through
in-depth interviews and non-participatory observations, it finds that: (1) Mobile work
is flexible temporally. Drivers can choose when and how long to work, and most of
them see working with/for the car-hailing platform as a transitional phrase, but the
method of which the car-hailing platform assigns job renders this a pseudo-flexibility.
(2) Temporally, the distribution of resources and control of labor are achieved by
technological development. For drivers, the system and its algorithm has become
the new overlord and ultimate arbitrator. They are placed inside of the system and
their labor is constantly being monitored, but they also have a high level of trust and
dependence on technology. (3) In terms of relationship structure, the mobile device-
mediated interactions between platforms and drivers have obscured the rights
and responsibilities of both parties. In the process, responsibilities and risks are
transferred from the platform to individual drivers, but drivers are passive towards the
situation and collective actions are not detected.
