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Dayl

This is the first day for us to meet at the airport. Before the trip, most of us had not seen each other before, so how
did we find the other students in the airport become one of the big problem for us. Our confusion had leveled up when we
knew that there was no teacher would accompany us to Kagoshima.

Day2

This day started our immersion in Japan. No teacher would help us to translate the Japanese spoken by the staff in
KAPIC CENTRE. Sometimes, if the staff saw that we were all puzzled and could not get what he meant, he would use simple
English to talk to us, which made us feel a lot better! Everyone was extremely tired after the flights and the long journey on
the bus from Fukuoka to Kagoshima. When we arrived at the Kapic Centre, it was 0500. We did not want to start the
programme right upon arrival. Fortunately, the schedule of the first day was relaxing enough. The staff asked us to go back
to the room to have a nap and would start the opening ceremony in the afternoon.

Day3

This day started the homestay programme. First we were gathered in the hall, and then we lined up in two rows,
and started the self introduction, when we finished the self introductions, the host family would raise their hands and that
was how we identified our host families. After all the students had found their host families, we started to leave the Kapic
Centre. Then | stepped into my host’s car, and that was the beginning of the journey.

| thought my host will brought me to their home first, but actually they said they had a busy schedule for me
already, thus they would bring me to Sakurajima directly instead of heading to home. After an hour, my host had stopped
the car and told me that this is the first checkpoint for me. | got off the car and started eye browsing everywhere, it was a
place next to the beach and few shops were built along the beach and one of them had caught my sight. The word hot
spring was shown on the board in front of the shop and | was contemplating whether the host would bring me to try the
hot spring. At the same time, my host seemed like they could see through my mind and told me that we were not trying
that today, but instead we will try another one which was called J&%;. It was a kind of hot spring but only our feet were
putted into the water. We tried it for few minutes and taken some photos, then we started our journey again and headed
to the next checkpoint. It had been a wonderful day around sakurajima if the weather was good on that day, as it rained
every time | stepped out of the car and stopped raining when | got on the car.

As the evening came, we went back home for dinner with my host’s relatives. We chatted every thing about Hong
Kong and Japan, including climate, drama, school life, travel and etc until the end of the meal. When | thought it should be
the end of the day, my host told me that they were going to bring me to club later on, and everyone was going with me
together. We played bowling, table tennis and had been to the game centre during the time hanging in the club. When we
went back to home, it was half past one in the morning already.

Day4

Another day that had started with a heavy rainstorm when | opened my eye lips at six o’clock in the morning, as |
told my host that | had never played baseball before in the previous night, and he asked whether | would like to have a try
with him in the morning, and that was the reason why | had to wake up at six. We had spent the whole morning in the
baseball court together with mud and rain. In the afternoon, we had gone to the karaoke. From the first second | stepped
into the karaoke room, my host families were encouraging me to had a solo, and they had chosen a song from F4 for me to
sing, | was a bit shy at the beginning but after half an hour | was used to that and we had sung different songs together
including Korean songs from Super Junior and BEAST. For the last part, my host mother’s son had sung the AKB48’s song
“Everyday, < =—3I %" and dance in the room. The situation was really ridiculous and funny. After that, we started to
pack up our luggage and headed back to the Kapic Centre.

At that night, we had a nice farewell dinner party back at KAPIC CENTRE with sushi and fish. A lot better than when
there are no outside guests but unfortunately my stomach were full of food already as my host had offered me 4 meals a
day, so there was no space in my stomach already. What a pity ®. At last, all of the CUHK students sang the Cantonese
version of DORAEMON as the last party of the farewell party. It was very touching and at that moment | realized that |
missed my host family a lot and | didn’t want to face the fact that we were spliting soon. My host mother was so sad and
she had cried at the moment we left each other. It was a valuable experience for me to live with a real Japanese family for
two days. Though sometimes | could not understand or spoke slowly in Japanese, we used body language to communicate
and they even used a dictionary to me when | did not understand certain word or phrases.
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As one of the students had received the fireworks from her host families, we played fireworks at night at the outdoor
open area of KAPIC CENTRE. It was much fun but the surrounding was pitch dark. The sky was so clear that we could see lots
of sparkling stars in the dark sky, composing a fabulous night picture.

Day6

We spent the day with the nursing school in Kagoshima. It started with an presentation about Hong Kong first, then
we had some ice breaking games in order to know more about each other. It was then followed by a mini-game. We had to
fight for the chair when the music had stopped. Since all the nursing school students wore suit, all of the CUHK students
didn’t dare to really fight for the chair, and the game was ended up peacefully. In the afternoon, we had been to the
museum next to the KAPIC CENTRE, we had experienced different culture by wearing costumes all around the world, and |
had tried the samurai costume with all the armor on our body. To be truth, it was really heavy.

Day8

It was my first time to wear kimono in the afternoon. Wearing the traditional Japanese clothing involves a lot of
procedures and there are many layers inside. Wearing a kimono is quite hot and tiring, but the final product is very nice. We
all think that we did not have enough time to take photos after wearing the kimono and it was a pity that we could not walk
around KAPIC CENTRE in kimono to take pictures. Before wearing kimono, we got to know different styles of kimono for
different occasions. We also watched the teachers performing Japanese traditional dance to know and feel more about
traditional Japanese culture. One more point to notice is that there was a journalist from NHK Kagoshima in the room when
we were trying to wear the kimono. And she told us that we would be on the TV on that night. We were all dumbfounded
by this shocking news. By the way, we were all aware of this and stand by in front of the TV at 6 o’clock. When we saw our
face on the TV, the feeling was so weird.

Day 9

We wrote letters to our host family in the morning. Everyone was trying to brainstorm what should we write on the
letter. Because it was the first time for us to write letter to the Japanese, everyone is trying to use their i-phone or i-pad to
get access to the internet and check whether our grammar is correct or not. Finally | had finished the letter within an hour
and | got a glimpse at the one that sat next to me and | found that he was writing the similar things as me and | bet that
nearly most of us were writing the similar things.

In the afternoon, the 22 Kagoshima university students came. We introduced Hong Kong to them with our
presentations and they were really impressed, especially with the photo of the bird eye view of the Victoria Harbor. They
were dumbfounded by the light beam ejected from the buildings along the harbor at night, and some of them even said
that they wanted to visit Hong Kong in some days after seeing that photo.

After our presentation had finished, it was the Kagoshima university students turn, and they have divided into 8
groups, including shopping, food, environment, language and etc. The presentations had ended at about 1500 and it was
followed by the group division, as the number of people in each group was fixed, we tried to arrange the people in different
groups so that the number of people in each group will fulfill the requirement.

As the group division had finished, we started to plan the schedule of the following day to Kagoshima. First, we
insisted that we wanted to go to the zoo although we knew that it would cost us the whole day, the professor from the
Kagoshima University had banned our idea as he said we might get late for the gathering time, so we tried to plan another
trip. We found that planning a trip is really difficult because we wanted to go to so many places, but the time was limited,
thus we kept on changing our schedule. Time passed like tide. It was 1700 already and we had to prepare for the BBQ, so
our discussion ended up with no results and postponed the discussions to the night chatting time.

We had BBQ at night. It was different from the BBQ in Hong Kong. In Hong Kong, we will use long forks to hold the
food over the fire, but now we are using the wire gauze to hold the food instead. This style is more convenient and hygienic
as more food can be cooked at the same time provided that you wire gauze is large enough. During the dinner time, we had
talked about the different cultures of Hong Kong and Kagoshima.

Day10

We woke up at six in the morning and finished the breakfast before eight, which was 2 hours earlier than the usual
days. Because we had to take the bus to the harbor in Sakurajima and transit to Kagoshima by ferry, thus we have to
reserve more time for the transportation than usual. It seemed like all of us didn’t used to wake up so early, most of us had
slept on the bus, until the teacher told us that we were going to arrive.

After we arrived at Kagoshima, we started to split apart from each other. Our schedule was a bit different from the
other groups which would walk from the centre of the city to the seaport while we decided to walk from the seashore to
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the centre of the city. We had been to the Dolphin Port, then the TenMonKan K 3CfE. We had also visited the 390yen shop.
All the things were sold at the same price and it was really see cheap, but unfortunately most of the sales were for girls only.

For lunch, we had gone to a ramen shop. To be truth, the ramen in there was really expensive, most of the meals
were about 1000yen which was nearly the double to that of the ramen sold in Hong Kong, but on the other hand, it was so
delicious that | thought even 1000 yen was worth enough. After the meal, we had been to the AMU plaza which was a
shopping mall but we didn’t spend anytime on shopping in there. Instead we had tried the Ferris Wheel there, it took us
about 15 minutes to have one trial. The view was absolutely tremendous when it reaches the highest point, you could have
a view of the Kagoshima-shi and the Sakurajima. Moreover, because it was the Japanese Valentine Day when we traveled to
Kagoshima, it was not very difficult to see that there were so many couples lining up for the Ferris Wheel.

After playing the Ferris Wheel, it was 1500 already, so we decided to go the desert shop in order to try the famous
shirokuma which was made up of ice, syrup and chocolate. But unfortunately, there were so many people waiting outside
the shop, and we had waited for a long time. When we bought the shirokuma, it was 1540 already, which was 20 minutes
before the meeting time in the harbor, we tried to finish the whole thing within 3 minutes, and it was the most difficult task
| had ever faced, because the shirokuma was as big as my head, and very cold indeed. After we had finished the shirokuma,
we ran to the tram station and hoped that we could arrive at the harbor before 1600. We watched at our watch frequently
just like the more frequent we watched at the watch, the quicker we would arrive at the harbor. When we arrived at the
harbor, it was 1630 already, and our group had apologized for being late.

Day 11

We spent the morning working on the presentation about the short trip in Kagoshima on the previous day. We had
made a power point in order to let us present it easily, during the process we had reviewed the photos that we had taken
on the previous day. After we had finished the power point, the Japanese students had asked us whether if we wanted to
have a script so that we could present it fluently, and we were all grateful for it. After the preparation of the presentation,
we had gone to the Mintsukan again. Since we had been there before and the museum was a bit small, so many of us found
it boring to go to there again. The university students had left at 15:00. We missed them as we had spent three day BBQ,
playing in Kagoshima and chatting during the night together.

Time flies and here comes the last day of our trips. We had a closing ceremony in the evening receiving certificates
and taking photos. | was really delighted that | had much chance to listen to and speak Japanese in these 12 days.
