Ownership and Governance

Stock exchanges generally are in the form of a club consisting of, as members, brokers who agree
who may join them and who decide on the ways how shares are traded, cleared and settled.
Those in Singapore and Hong Kong have a share capital while in Sydney, its exchange was a
company limited by guarantee and in October 1998, it was changed to a company limited by
shares, prior to demutualisation and public listing.

Aill stock exchanges are owned and controlled by the members — hence the term “mutualised”
applies. However, when public interest is involved, the law steps in and regulating agents are
formed. In Hong Kong, the exchange is controlled by the Securities and Futures Commission
through legislation and provisions on an adhoc basis. There are loopholes for malpractices which
occasionally result in scandals.
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When trading of shares becomes so important to a nation because it creates job opportuni-
ties for the brokering profession, channels national savings to trade and industry and enables the
industry to obtain capital for its operation and expansion, the potential for conflict of interest
grows,

An exchange serves not only brokers, but also other capital market participants such as
jssuers, fund managers, trustees, investors and those trading on the exchange. An exchange with
broader ownership becomes more important.

When the Asian financial crisis struck the region in July 1997 the government intervened the
market against its free market philosophy. Fortunately, it was successful but it took time and
effort for the Hong Kong government to assure the worid that it will not repeat such action in
the future. The demutualisation and public listing of the exchanges announced on 3 March 1999
by the Financial Secretary indicated a firm decision to reform. On another front, Hong Kong
government will invest in a Silicon Harbour as a counterpart of Silicon Valiey. Another HK$44
billion is invested in e-education.

Information Technology Brings Fundamental Changes

We have come to realize the impact of the advance of high technology, which revolutionizes our
daily life. Money in huge amount may be transferred instantly at the press of a button.

People may trade Hong Kong stock outside Hong Kong and may trade foreign stock in Hong
Kong and elsewhere. The investors’ portfolio becomes diversified.

But while electronic trading has become the order of the day, Swiss Stock Exchange is the
only stock exchange with computerized automation for trading and clearing. The pace of com-
puterization in other countries vary.

To Demutualise or Not?

The Scandinavians were the pioneer. The Stockholm Stock Exchange started to demutualise in
1992 and was subsequently absorbed by a listed company whose shares are traded in its own
subsidiary.

Converting a company limited by guarantee to a company limited by shares is merely a day’s
worl, but then the question of exchange of shares will come up. Singapore will issue $$600,000
worth of shares to the old shareholders being on a small discount on the average annual price.

Sydney’s ASX went public in October 1998, Its share price went from an initiai valuation at
A%$3.50 to A$5.0 by brokers to A$12.20 by 5 February 1999, making all investors and members
extremely happy. This provides a good example for Hong Kong and Singapore.

Cash compensation to “oid members” may create a problem. However in the cases of Singapore
and Australian exchanges, there was no cash compensation. On listing, there will be no restric-
tion for the sale and purchase of shares. Underwriting of the new shares to be issued may be
open. Another formality is merely the process of getting a company listed and presents no legal
or administrative problems.

is Demutualisation an Unbeatable Trend?

With the Berlin Vall dismantled, world trade takes a new form of globalization by removing
trade barriers and creating large common markets. That trade should open up in this age of
information technology and the internet has become the basic principle of the VWorld Trade
Organization. This trend is evidenced by daily reports on exchanges linking up in London, Frank-
furt, Paris, New York and Chicago and equity and derivative exchanges merging to develop
complementary products. New York Stock Exchange just announced that measures wiil be intro-
duced to effect reform — trading hours to be extended to 20 hours to open access.
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Timing of Demutualisation and Listing

The three cities adopt different time tables:

Sydney Demutualisation and Hsting, merger later
Singapore Demutualisation and merger, listing later
Hong Kong Demutualisation, listing and merger simultanecusly

Australia was less affected by the Asian financial crisis and could “leisurely” proceed with reform
putting merger with the futures exchange at a later date. Singapore toock action in a hurry as
Hong Kong's intervention with the market was successful and Hong Kong can easily “tap on and
service the huge mainland Chinese corporate market” (Deputy Prime Minister of Singapore on 4
November 1999). Hong Kong tries to catch up to accomplish a total reform to prevent another
financial crisis.

Exercise Wil Mot Work without Legal Reform

mented and enforced.

3. Laws must empower regulating agencies to take civil action in the public interest against
companies which have failed to comply,

Exercise Will Not Work without Marketing

Demutualisation, merger and listing will not work if business does not grow. The following steps
are recommended:

. To link up into international networks by means of mergers and takeovers to reduce
costs, A recent exampie is that NASDAQ bought the American and Philadelphia stock
exchanges.

2. To replace traditional and expensive modes of trading and clearing by introducing elec-
tronic trading system and electronic matching so that players can participate both out-
side and inside the exchange.

3. To Launch marketing campaign to cater for large market players so that they will not
bypass the exchange to trade amongst themselves.

The Past is Prologue and the Challenge of the New Millennium

As Asia is recovering from the financial crisis, it is the responsibility of the regional governments
to malke sure that the crisis will not come back. Reforming the securities and futures market is a
proper step. The past is prologue.

The exercise of demutualisation, merger and public listing in the Asian region may not be
smooth as in Australia.

It is important to ensure that: (1) the existing market structure continues to operate effec-
tively during the exercise; (2) the new exchange reflects fully the important public role expected
of it; and (3} the old members of the exchange are being treated fairly when old and new shares
are exchanged.

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Hong Kong is widely perceived to be one of the freest capitalist economies. A laissez-faire eco-
nomic policy has been continuousiy carried out for over a hundred years.

However, after the Asian financial crisis, many Hong Kong people finally realize that this
policy is actually imperfect since Hong Kong is unable to build up a good financial base and is not
resistant to another similar financial crisis under this policy. Yet, there are still a number of
people are reluctant to change and insist on the policy due to confidence problem especially after
the Asian financial crisis.

Thus, Hong Kong is caught in a dilemma. We believe that it is a major chailenge for Hong
Kong in the 2 Ist Century since it determines the future direction of the development of Hong
Kong economy.
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Laissez-faire Policy in Hong Kong
The laissez-faire policy in Hong Kong can best be characterized by the following:

Conservative Fiscal Policy

Hong Kong has long adopted a prudent and conservative fiscal policy, which is complementary to
the laissez-faire policy, which is formulated for Hong Kong mainly out of political reasons. Before
i July 1997, to avoid budget deficits and emphasize on carefui spending, the annual budget of
Hong Kong had to comply with strict requirements formulated by the British Government.

Laclk of Industrial Policy

In the entiie history of Hong Kong, Britain tended to ignore our long-term economic development,
and consequently, we lack a proper industrial policy. There were no subsidies, tax concession or
any similar aids for any particular industries.

Under the laissez-faire policy, Hong Kong became the freest economy in the world in 1998.
Many investors were attracted to set up their businesses in Hong Kong and many international
enterprises set up their Far East Asian headquarters here.

Nevertheless, stock market emerges as the economy continues to develop. Besides, the
property market in Hong Kong flourished due to limited fand supply. investment in both markets
yielded huge returns within a shorter period of time than that in the manufacturing industry.

Our economy, as a result, depends considerably on land property and financial sector. A lot
of scholars claimed, after the Asian financial crisis, that the economic development of Hong Kong
has been very "unhealthy.” Our economic foundation is too narrow and becomes very vulner-
able to similar crisis in the future.

Based on the above facts, many people believe that Hong Kong should not solely rely on
market mechanism but needs to broaden her foundation and make it more resistant to similar
financial crisis by formulating a suitable industrial policy.

Moreover, after the handover it is a high time to reconsider the introduction of a long term
industrial policy.

Development of Manufacturing Industry ond Hi-Tech Industry

Due to the limited land supply of Hong Kong, development of high value-added manufacturing
industry remains the only choice of industry development. With improving product design, prod-
uct quality and exploiting market niches, Hong Kong products were becoming well known among
international markets. However, the market has become more and more saturated and Hong
Kong has lost her competitiveness with the ever increasing cost, especially the labour cost. Let us
analyze the possibility of developing hi-tech industry in terms of the favourable conditions and
limitations of Hong Kong.

Favourable Conditions

I. Hong Kong is a regional transport hub in the Asian-Pacific rim with one of the world’s
fargest international airports, the world’s busiest and the most efficient container port.

2. The communication infrastructure is well developed, linking Hong Kong to Southern
China and other major commercial centres in the world. There are alsc more than 20
satellite dishes in two earth stations comprising the largest teieport in Asia, and the
largest civilian installation in the world.

3. Hong Kong has a promising business environment and an independent legal system that
offers confidence and legal protection to both local and foreign investors and businessmen.

4. Hong Kong is world-renowned for its efficiency and Hong Kong businessmen are good at
capitalizing on market opportunities and are responsive to market trends. The sales and
marketing network in Hong Kong is also well developed.




Limitations

Small and Medium Corporate Structure

A survey conducted by the Hong Kong Government revealed that up to the end of {997, compa-
nies with 50 employees or below constituted 97.9% of the total number of companies in Hong
Kong.

Although these small and medium companies are highly flexible and adaptable in responding
to the ever-changing markert, they fail to meet the basic requirements for the development of hi-
tech industry: high risk tolerance and the ability to draw human capital and large capital.

Lack of Government Support

Development of such industiy requires huge initial investment, tolerance of high risk by investors,
a suitable educationat and training institution and a favourable environment for hi-tech research
and development.

Hong Kong government advocates laissez-faire economic policy and so there was no such
support. In addition, there was no government official responsible for formulating long-term
policy for the development of hi-tech industry.

Conservative Lending Policy

Owing to market uncertainties or ignorance in hi-tech, some banks and venture capital firms are
unwilling to approve investment loans.

Moreover, smalil companies are less likely to qualify for listing in the Hong Kong Stock Ex-
change and so cannot raise capital in the stock market. There is also a lack of research funds from
the government or private institutions to finance potential projects.

Lack of Human Capital

in Hong Kong only 10 out of every 10,000 working persons are in the field of hi-tech industry or
scientific research compared with 80 in Japan, 78 in the United States, 57 in Taiwan and 45 in
Singapore. Besides, only 15.2% of the population can receive tertiary education.

Lack of Creativity and Concentration on Short-term Investment

Hong Kong businessmen generally lack creativity. Hong Kong businessmen have been keen on
buying technology instead of developing it. However, as competition in international markets is
increasingly keen, hi-tech protectionism becomes a common phencmenon. Hong Kong business-
men can no longer obtain the latest hi-tech through trading. Creativity and self-development of
hi-tech become necessary.

Hong Kong businessmen are generally regarded as shortsighted. They seem to be more
interested in speculative activities in financial markets and property market rather than longer-
term investment like hi-tech development.

Resolutions for Hong Kong

Developing a strong economic fundamental is crucial to Hong Kong if it is to survive another
financial attack, Despite its {imitations, Hong Kong can still have a breakthrough in hi-tech devel-
opment if the problems in human resources and funding can be resolved. Below are some recom-
mendations:

Training and Development of Human Capital

More professionals specializing in hi-tech research and development and basic natural science
should be trained by increasing student intake for these disciplines in universities and tertiary
institutions.
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More resources should also be invested in developing tertiary education. Hong Kong should
eventually develop into a knowledge-based society where people are capable of contributing to
the deveiopment of hi-tech, and so the goal of developing a high value-added manufacturing
industry can be achieved.

Headhunting and Overseas Professionals

Chinese and non-Chinese professionals who are trained in hi-tech industrial countries can bring
with them the latest knowledge and technology skills to Hong Kong for the start-up of Hong
Kong’s scientific research and development of hi-tech products.

Another possible solution is a proactive intake of professionals from mainland China. Appli-
cation procedures should be simplified and immigration restrictions eased to facilitate the process.

Setting up of Secondary Stocik Market and Research Fund

Hong Kong Government can follow the example of the United States to set up a secondary stock
market that would allow the listing of newly founded companies and so provide an inexpensive
means of raising capital.

Another way to finance newly founded companies is through research funds or venture
capital. Hong Kong Government should provide sponsorship, simplify application procedures and
requirements to encourage borrowing by companies.

Government Support and Tax Concession

Hong Kong Government should set up a Bureau of Industrial Technology with independent
decision making power to investigate the requirements and insufficiencies in development of hi-
tech industry, formulate long-term industrial policy, and provide future development direction.

The bureau should also coordinate with other government departments to create a favourable
investment environment for local and foreign investors. The government should improve infrastruc-
ture, e.g. by following the example of the Science Park in Taiwan, offer tax concessions to newly
founded hi-tech companies, set up research fund or venture capitals to finance potential projects,
or provide insurance to lower investment risks.

There are numerous challenges facing Hong Kong in the 2 st Century. Besides, government
intervention in the stock market in August 1998 and the tendering process of the Cyberport are
also causes of concern. This study focuses on the evaluation of laissez-faire policy because the
Asian financial crisis has taught us that continual improvements in our economic policies are very
important to the healthy growth of our economy. The implementation of the new development
policy requires perfect coordination between different government departments to ensure that
fairness prevails.
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
