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Brothers and Sisters in China: No Longer the One-child Family

Abstract of the talk

Following the end of the one-child policy in China in 2016
and the gradual relaxation of only-one child per family in
selected areas prior to that, family composition and
relationship dynamics, especially siblings relationship
within the Chinese familial context has gone through a
rapid growth and some significant changes as a result of the
introduction of the two-child policy. This policy change,
leading to the possibility of adding another child into the
family may have profound implications on the family
system, its functioning and care relations among those

two questions: How do Chinese parents raise two children
within a family? Does parents’ own sibling status matter?
