(3) have an average monthly household income of roughly less than $20,000 (during 1st Apr 2014 to 31st Mar 2015); and

(4) not be able to benefit from Community Care Fund (CCF) hostel subsidy or receive less than $1,000 per semester under the CCF hostel
subsidy.

The value of bursary will be maximum $1,000 per term. Eligible students who live in hostel for the second term only should submit their
online application via CUSIS from 11t January - 29t Feb 2016. Applicants are required to submit documentary proofs to the College Office
on or before the application deadline.
