In order to help those needy students who are not able to benefit substantially from the Community Care Fund (CCF) hostel subsidy,
the CUHK Student Residence Bursary Scheme was launched since 2014/15 academic year.

(1) be local full-time undergraduate students;

(2) be registered residents of the hostel and have resided in hostel for at least 75% of the time of the term;

(3) have average monthly household income (during 1st Apr 2016 to 31st Mar 2017) lower than the median of the monthly household
income published in the most recent Quarterly Report on General Household Survey by the Census and Statistics Department as
follows:
