The Constitutional and Mainland Affairs Bureau (CMAB) responsible for handling matters relating to eliminating discrimination on the
grounds of sexual orientation and gender identity. They will hold a series of trial run sessions to test the training resources developed by
a Clinical Psychologist from Social Welfare Department.
