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To strengthen counselling support to non-local students, Wellness and Counselling Centre is launching a pilot
programme to provide multicultural counselling service to non-local students. The service will be provided by native
Putonghua or English speaking counsellors from an external counselling service provider, St. John's Cathedral
Counselling Service (https:/ /www.sjcshk.com/). Subject to the availability of their counsellors, counselling sessions
might also be conducted in other languages such as Dutch, French, Spanish, Japanese, Korean, Hindi and Sindhi. For
more details, please visit: https://www.osa.cuhk.edu.hk/services/multicultural-counselling-service for more
information.
