The American Academy of Nursing (AAN) is currently comprised of more than 2,300 nurse leaders in 
education, management, practice, policy and research from 25 countries including the United States, 
Australia and Canada.  Academy fellows include hospital and government administrators, college 
deans and renowned scientific researchers.  Fellow selection criteria include evidence of significant 
contributions to nursing and health care, and sponsorship by two current Academy fellows.  
Applicants are reviewed by a panel comprised of elected and appointed fellows, and selection is 
based, in part, on the extent the nominee's nursing career has influenced health policies and the 
health and wellbeing of all.
