Sunny Review

Led by Professor Kwai-cheong CHAU (%15 & ##%), a group of College students and staff members appreciated the
natural beauty of red leaves in Tai Tong Sweet Gum Woods on 7th Jan 2023 (Sat), and learnt about its related
knowledge in science, culture, economics and sustainability.

There are pigments in the leaves, which usually give yellow, orange or red colour; but these colours are masked by

the green colour most of the time. The colour change in the fall season is a vital nutrient recovery process as it helps
plants transit from food making to storing, until the leaves finally die and fall. The vibrant fall colours contributes
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billions of revenues to tourism across the globe every year. However, the rapid change in temperature and rainfall
due to climate change also advances or delays the fall colours.

Besides, the participants learnt a lot of interesting facts about red leaves. For example, sweet gum woods (i #) we
visited are different from the maple trees (fffif) in Canada, even though their leaves both turn red in fall season. We
hope everyone would think deeper and broader apart from enjoying the amazing views.

To strengthen support to non-local students, WACC has extended the program to provide Multicultural
