Successful applicants will be awarded a total stipend of about HK$8,000.
Participants’ responsibilities

1. Successful applicants may need to complete a training program before the internship starts under the supervision of the department advisors. Poor performance in the program may lead to his/her disqualification.

2. At the completion of the internship, each participant is required to give an oral and/or a written report on his/her project.
