In the past two years, our school has participated in the Quality School Improvement
Project, also known as QSIP in short. It is a university-school partnership project
launched by the Hong Kong Institute of Educational Research (HKIER) of the Chinese
University of Hong Kong (CUHK). It is a comprehensive, interactive and organic project
supporting local primary, secondary and special schools for sustainable improvement and

development.
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Everything started with a workshop
in 2014. The workshop focused on "Catering
for Learner Diversity”. It was a valuable
lecture in which teachers got some tips on

supporting diverse learners in a classroom.

i in the paéf ;rrwror )vléars, our consﬁlfaﬁ*f, Becky, has been providing teachers with
lots of insights in the CLP meetings. In 2014/15, she collaborated with Form 1 teachers.
With her assistance, bridging and enrichment activities were added to each lesson and
we were happy to see a significant improvement in student's motivation for and
participation in learning English. Students were particularly in favour of the idea of
adopting rapping for memorizing the irregular verb table. Becky paid visits to all F.1
classes. Her post-observation feedback was valuable in sharpening teachers' insights into

designing the upcoming lessons.




In 2015/16, she went on to assist the teachers of Form 3. Reading was selected
to be the focus of the collaboration. Students were encouraged to guess the meanings
of unknown words with the help of bridging questions rather than relying too much on
teachers' explanations. By doing so, students' confidence in both reading and vocabulary

learning increased.

In this academic year, with Miss Lesley Chan and Miss Carmen Koo, Becky has launched a

programme called English for the Rising Stars (ERS) for our students. It aims to
motivate students to acquire greater exposure of the target language, and to train them
to become self-directed learners. A series of workshops have been held throughout the

year to boost the potential English learners of Form 3 and 4 to reach for the stars.

In fact, two months before the
programme commenced, an admission test
and interview were arranged to select the
cream of the crop to be the participants.
Those chosen were all confident, energetic
and, most important of all, keen learners of
