Course Description

This course aims at introducing students to the study of systematic theology,
which can be understood as the constructive articulation of the meaning,
coherence, and implications of Christian beliefs. We will survey major
Christian doctrines in their classical formulations and contemporary
reconstructions. Particular attention will be paid to theological texts in the
patristic era and in the twentieth century. While Systematic Theology I is not a
prerequisite for this course, some basic acquaintance with the issues covered
in that course, such as the nature of the Bible and other formative factors of
theology, theological language, theological methods and systems, etc., will be
very helpful.

Learning Outcomes

After completing this course, the student is expected (a) to have some basic
understanding of major Christian doctrines; (b) to be acquainted with important
theological texts writings, especially those in the patristic era, the Reformation
era, and the twentieth century; (c) to recognize the relevance of systematic
theology for Christian life and churches.
