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This course is aimed to inquire into theory, experience and practice of Christian Life Education.  Christian Life Education is analyzed to
be composed of three components, namely Education, Life Education and Christian Education, thereby constituting its tripartite
structure. Therefore, the course will firstly explain (E) values of education and education of values through Philosophy of Education
(i.e. heartening and empowering students for varieties of goodness), then go into (LE) the history of life education in Hong Kong (as
elsewhere) for retrospective and prospective insights, and conclude with (CE) embarking on knowledge and acknowledgement of
Christian Education. Some life-helping tools (e.g. life-transformative pedagogy, SQUID narrative method, journeying journals as writing
therapy, cinematic pedagogy for life reflection and spiritual awakening, life-death-darkness-light scroll of life) will be introduced
throughout the course.  After a general introduction, this tripartite course will be structured by three consecutive overarching themes or

sub-disciplines: (E) Natrative Philosophy as a foundation for Philosophy of Education, (LE) Narrative Pedagogy as a methodology for
Life-Transformative Scholarship, and (CE) Narrative Theology as a never ending conclusion.
