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Short summary:

There are many kinds of things to
buy. | can buy the delicious 734 from the supermarket close to the center. However, we cannot buy fresh fish in the
supermarket. All are frozen. This is different from Chinese culture. We only get it when it is energetic.

The dining culture of Japan and China is really similar. Rice and noodles are our main dishes. We enjoyed
Japanese food a lot. Hong Kong has a lot of Japanese restaurant. Hong Kong people like Japanese cuisine a lot. This may
be the reason. However, | notice that Japanese does not consume as much fresh fruits as Hong Kong people. It seems
that they treat fresh fruits ads luxuries instead of daily necessities.

There is also one special feature of Japan. The way of treating rubbish is totally different from Hong Kong. In
Hong Kong, we throw everything directly into the same rubbish bin at home. Bottle, cooking remains, paper and
everything belong to the same rubbish bin. However, there is a specific rubbish box for each kind of rubbish like used
bottles, combustible and incombustible rubbish. So, when we throw rubbish, it is very troublesome. It is especially true
when we were cooking .

It is also difficult for you to find a rubbish box in the street. You may probably need to hold the rubbish for half
an hour and throw it into a small rubbish bin. It is so interesting that there are much more vending machine in the street
than rubbish bins. Every street has a vending machine in average.

The culture of separating rubbish is really good. Hong Kong is very small but every day there are lots of rubbish
coming out from us. Without separating and recycling them properly, we may finally just be buried by rubbish. However,

Japanese Class
In CUHK, the focus of Japanese class is on Japanese grammar. The one in the center focuses on application. In

Hong Kong, many students studies Japanese. Japanese is the most popular language courses in CUHK. However, only few
can use Japanese well. This may be due to the lack of application.

The class in Japan emphasizes on the presentation skills using Japanese. For example, how to start a
presentation and how to make a conclusion.

So
great!!l The other one is the toilet! Even toilet is so high-tech! When you open the door, the toilet cover will
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automatically open. It seems the toilet says ‘Halo’ to you. The cleaning function is so comfortable... | like it a lot ... but
there is one really strange...There is also a light in the toilet water... It shows different color when the toilet is in different
modes. Scary...

My host family is very kind and caring to me. | like Japanese cuisine a lot. So, they went to the supermarket with
me, chose what | want and make together.
