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This presentation serves to introduce students to avant-garde art
movements in Japan’s interwar Taisho and Showa periods. Our goal is
to locate these “new art” movements in their historical and media
environments, in particular situating avant-garde art movements like
Japanese Futurism, Mavo, and Japanese Surrealism within modern
Japan’s print culture. We will end with a brief discussion of how such
a media studies approach may be useful for understanding certain
contemporary Japanese artists as well.
