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Foreword

This is the third Report of the Master, following the first issue published just before the Stone Laying 
Ceremony for the College premises in November 2011, and the second issue in November 2012 
shortly after the founding students were admitted.  

This Report surveys what has happened in the academic year 2012–13, especially the period 
after the last issue, and also presents information about the second cohort just enrolled.  There is 
much to be pleased about, in particular what our founding students have achieved in just one year — 
in coming together as a vibrant and cohesive group, in having moved in a very mature way towards 
the establishment of a Student Union and having already formed the first Student Honour Code 
Committee, and in having taken part in and benefited from a range of educational activities.  In such 
a small community, I have had the pleasure of getting to know the students extremely well, in person, 
and to witness their growth and change in the short span of time.

This Report also looks forward to another milestone: moving into the College premises in 
December.  The design of the building is pleasing, but more important are the enhanced opportunities 
for College activities and programmes to be offered to our students when the facilities are available.

As College Master I often have to consider and explain what Colleges are about.  Perhaps a good 
description is that given by Harry Lewis in another context:

[T]he fundamental job of undergraduate education is to turn 18 and 19 year-olds into 21 and 
22 year-olds, to help them grow up, to learn who they are, to search for a larger purpose for 
their lives, and to leave college as better human beings.

Harry Lewis, Excellence without a Soul (2006)   
He was, of course, lamenting what his own university (sometimes said to be the ‘best’ in the 

world) had signally failed to do, but the remarks serve equally well as a rallying call for what a 
College in CUHK ought to be doing.  

As I prepare this Report, I am also struck by the comment of one of our students in reflecting 
on the summer service project: ‘to make a small change for this world’「為這個世界帶來小小的改
變」.  Is this remark not an alternate formulation, suitably humble, to describe what a College should 
be doing?  And may we not be permitted to view this remark with some satisfaction: if one of our 
19-year-old students is given to these thoughts, have we not already made a small difference?

It is with these considerations in mind — even if they are not always articulated in so many words 
— that my colleagues and I have embarked on our tasks and designed the programmes and activities, 
always placing the intended educational and transformational outcomes topmost in mind.  This shared 
belief has allowed us to deploy our limited resources with focus and with effect.

We in the College are grateful to many parties in the University and in the community who find 
resonance with our educational mission and who have given their support in numerous ways.  We look 
forward to their continuing guidance and counsel.

We take pride in what our students have accomplished, marking significant advances for the 
College as a whole.  The most noteworthy is the College Student Union Constitution, which lays a 
foundation for the first election of the College Student Union in November this year.  This is a signal 
achievement by the Provisional Student Union established in October 2012.  Our College encourages 
student responsibility, and all students pledge to abide by the Honour Code.  A Student Honour Code 
Committee was successfully elected in April 2013.  This summer, the baton was passed to the founding 
students to organize the O’ Camp, which has turned out to be both enjoyable and educational.

proviSional Student union

The Provisional Student Union (PSU) was formed in October 2012, through a process of direct 
election with wide participation (see last Report).  Since then, the PSU has helped to organize many 
activities, and has been instrumental in enhancing communication between students and teachers.  One 
of its most important achievements is to have drafted the Constitution of the Student Union, which was 
overwhelmingly supported by the student body, and later passed by the Assembly of Fellows of the 
College and then by the University Council.  The PSU will be dissolved when the first Representative 
Council and the Executive Council of the Student Union assume office in February 2014.

Student union

Constitution
As is the custom in CUHK, the students of the College will come together and form a self-governing 
Student Union.  As an important step towards that process, it was necessary to formulate and approve 
a Constitution for the Student Union, and only with a proper Constitution in place would it be possible 
to conduct elections.  

The task of gathering views and drafting the Constitution falls on the Provisional Student Union 
(PSU), itself elected by the entire student body in October 2012 (see last Report).  The PSU first 
produced the main heads of the Constitution, which were approved by the student body on 
6 December 2012.  The full draft of Constitution was approved by the student body on 17 April 2013, 
and then by the Assembly of Fellows on 18 April 2013.   Final textual and typographical amendments 
were approved through Circular votes by the student body and by the Assembly of Fellows, both on 
3 May 2013.

The Constitution was endorsed by the Administration and Planning Committee (AAPC) of the 
University at its 6th (2013) meeting on 14 May 2013, and approved by the University Council at its 
3rd (2013) meeting on 18 June 2013.  The Constitution came into force on 19 June 2013.

Election

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Student honour code

CW Chu College trusts students and expects much from them.  Instead of an administration-centred 
student discipline system, the College encourages character formation, personal responsibility, honesty, 
mutual respect and support.  The Honour Code system was established during the founding year.  All 
students pledge to abide by the Honour Code when joining CW Chu College.  For the second cohort 
of students, the pledging ceremony took place during the Extended Orientation on 27 September 2013.

‘As a student member of the CW Chu community, I pledge on my honour to comport myself 
with honesty, integrity and courtesy in my academic and personal life.  I understand that 
failure to observe these standards violates the Honour Code and undermines the community 
of trust and respect, of which we are all stewards.’
A Student Honour Code Committee (SHCC) was elected by the students in April 2013 and 

SHCC manages the Honour Code 
and deals with any behaviour that is not consistent with it — with maturity and in a spirit of self-
governance.

Student adviSinG

CW Chu College has put in an advisory system to help students navigate through their studies and 
life at the University.  The College advisory system complements academic advising in faculties and 
departments, and focuses more on personal growth rather than subject-specific studies.  The objective 
is to ensure that every student will progress at the normal rate and graduate in time, unless there are 
intrinsic academic or health reasons beyond the ability of the College to deal with.

Advising for new students
The advising system focuses on reaching out to new students, since after one year in the University 
students should know where they can find help and advice.  Year 1 students are divided into 16 groups, 
each with a member of the College teaching staff or affiliated administrative staff as advisor.  Meetings 
can take place casually at College communal dinners or on other occasions as mutually agreed.

In the first few weeks of the term, the College Master and the Dean of Students have met 
new students in groups, in an informal and social context, to develop a sense of familiarity and to 
encourage students to come forward when help is needed.

The Dean of Students will assign a special Advisor to provide more individualized attention as 
needs arise.  This Advisor may be selected to be in the same faculty/department as the student if the 
needs have an academic component, or to be from the same cultural background if the issues are 
non-academic and more personal; in certain cases, it may be necessary to match the gender.  Since 
circumstances will vary, the assignment will be made on a case-by-case basis by the Dean of Students.

Where there are specific needs, the College will work with other units such as the Student 
Counselling and Development Service (SCDS).

Advising for incoming exchange students
With 26 incoming exchange students joining the College in Term 1 of the academic year 2013–14, 
a team of advisors has been formed to help these students adapt to life in Hong Kong and to see to 
their needs if any.  The team comprises the College Master, the Dean of Students and two affiliates 
originally from overseas: Prof Angus Burnett and Ms Louise Jones.  

colleGe orientation camp

The College Orientation Camp (O’ Camp) aims to 
help first-year university students to acclimatize to 
university life, and to develop a sense of belonging 
to their College community, as they come in to the 
University and the College.  This year, the baton 
was passed to the founding students to organize 
the O’ Camp.  An Organizing Committee (OC) with 
a team of 22 members was formed in April 2013; 
five out of these 22 members also took up the role of 
counselors and participated in the O’ Camp.

The O’ Camp took place from 26 to 30 August 
2013.  Students from different places of origin were 
mixed and arranged into six groups, with four to five 
counselors in each.  They participated in activities 
such as CU Hunt, a community outreach excursion, 
a rooftop gathering, a hunger banquet, joint-College 
orientation activities on the University Mall and a 
camp fire.

This year, the OC decided to continue the 
innovation from last year, and to include in the 
O’ Camp a community excursion.  New students 
were encouraged to reach out to the community 
and learn more about society and develop social 
awareness.  They were divided into three groups, to 
take part in a Low Carbon Workshop to learn about 
environmental issues, a Kennel Visit to learn about 
animal care and animal rights, and a visit to Dialogue 
in the Dark to get a feel of life as encountered by the 
visually impaired.

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General education

The General Education Programme at CW Chu College consists of 
1. a credit-bearing component: an induction course for Year 1 students and a capstone course 

for Year 4 students; and 
2. a non-formal component that carries no credit units: required extended orientation for 

students in Year 1 and communal dining including High Table Dinners; and voluntary social 
service.

The induction course (GECW1010 University and Society) is a key component of the first-
year experience introducing students to university learning.  The course is taught in English, so 
that students from different origins share the same educational experience.  Altogether 13 teachers 
contributed to the teaching of this course in 2012–13 and 2013–14.  They are (from teachers and 
administrators affiliated to the College) Prof Evelyn Chan, Ms Elsie Christopher, Prof Cecilia Chun, 
Mr Phil Freestone, Prof Stephen Hall, Prof Vernon Hsu, Prof Jan Kiely, Ms Lone Petersen, Prof 
Wong Suk Ying, Prof Wu Weiping, Prof Kenneth Young and also (guest speakers from the University 
Library) Mr Dominic Chan and Ms Kitty Siu.

The capstone course (GECW4010 Senior Seminar) will allow students to synthesize their 
academic skills beyond the limits of the major programme, engage with a real-life issue of relevance 
to society, analyze the factors, constraints and options, and present their findings in a cogent, reasoned 
and persuasive manner.  Students are expected to learn and participate actively through lectures, 
tutorials, presentations, group work and the writing of term papers.

extended orientation

To help new students acclimatize to the College, an Extended Orientation series was organized in the 
first few weeks of class as part of the non-credit bearing General Education Programme (GECW1000), 
supplementing the Orientation Camp run by the students themselves.  Each session was conducted in 
one hour on a Friday morning, with topics as follow.

Social English Workshop
Three sessions of Social English Workshop were organized on 7 March, 21 March and 9 April 2013. 
The sessions were led by Mr Patrick Gilbert, an external Native English Teacher recruited for this 
purpose, and were intended to assist students to use appropriate ‘globalised’ etiquette and English 
involving different people from around the world, and for different types of social occasions: casual, 
semi-formal and formal.  Students had opportunities to learn, discuss and role-play.  College teachers 
also provided port and cheese during the sessions. 

The Social English Workshops will be organized in Term 2 of the academic year 2013–14.  The 
contents will be reviewed to cater to the needs and proficiency levels of students.  Pre- and post-
workshop surveys will be conducted to ascertain its effectiveness.

education and perSonal Growth
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mentorShip

Description of the scheme
To extend and realize the vision of CW Chu College, a Mentorship Scheme was first launched in 2012, 
with the first cohort of students.  Mentors are experienced and successful professionals in many walks 
of life, including many Chu scholars who have benefited from the generosity and mentorship of the 
late Dr CW Chu.  In the spirit of sharing and caring, and giving back to society and for the younger 
generation, mentors will connect with students, exercise their own vision and creativity, and thereby 
make a profound difference in the lives of young people.  Specifically, the Mentorship Scheme aims to:

1. broaden students’ views and horizon of university learning and beyond; 
2. enrich and support the college lives of diverse students; 
3. encourage self and social exploration through exchange and interaction with experienced 

professionals in different occupations; 
4. help students make informed and thoughtful choices for study and careers; and 
5. fortify ties and rapport among the College, Chu Scholars, future alumni and students.

The first cycle
In the first cycle, 33 among the 75 students in the first cohort applied to join the Mentorship Scheme 
in the academic year 2012–13.  All applications were accepted, and the students were matched with 23 
mentors, based on shared interests and/or (intended) professions.  The mentors first met the students 
in the inauguration of the scheme on 19 January 2013, and there have been many fruitful interactions 
since.

The second cycle
In the academic year 2013–14, the College is extending the scheme to the second cohort.  In order 
to accommodate the expected response from students, College teachers have reached out to many 
friends.  It has been most gratifying to find so many senior and busy professionals who are willing to 
help the younger generation, and in particular who find resonance with the mission of the College.  
The College in this second year is expanding the list of mentors to 40, and many mentors from the first 
year have agreed to take on more students.

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Social entrepreneurShip workShopS

CW Chu College, in collaboration with Education for Good (EFG), launched four workshops 
to introduce students to social entrepreneurship.  Dr Tse Ka Kui, the founder of EFG, and his 
team introduced the concept of social entrepreneurship, the stories of outstanding overseas social 
entrepreneurs and shared their experience on social entrepreneurship with our students.  Details of the 
four workshops are as follows:

The series of talks led to the participation of two College students in a study tour to the Yunus 
Centre in Bangladesh, organized by EFG.  In this study tour, the students learnt about social 
entrepreneurship in the context of a poor country, and the innovative efforts to alleviate poverty 
through micro-finance.  (See separate item in this Report)

Service team and Service project 

A CW Chu College Service Team comprising 11 local and non-local students was formed in Term 2 
of the academic year 2012–13.  The team launched its first project entitled ‘Understanding Socially 
Disadvantaged School Youths through a Social Service Endeavour’ in the spring and summer of 2013.

The purpose is to promote the all-round development of students at CW Chu College through 
engagement in a social service learning project.  The College worked with its namesake — the Po 
Leung Kuk CW Chu (PLKCWC) College保良局朱敬文中學 , a local secondary school with a large 
number of socio-economically disadvantaged students and academically low achievers, and, for the 
purpose of this joint endeavour, conveniently located in Tai Wai close to Shatin.  In this social service 
learning venture, College students confront the reality and dynamics of social deprivation and value 
orientations.  College students developed leadership skills and civic and social awareness, while the 
disadvantaged school teens built confidence and learnt strategies to mobilize their own strengths.

To kick off this project, the College Master paid a visit to the school on 8 April 2013, and met 
with the school principal Mr Lung Tak Yee, the vice principal Mr Lai Siu Ki as well as a number of 
teachers.  Members of the College Service Team then conducted briefings for the targeted students and 
carried out recruitment at the school in mid-May.  A total of 27 students from Secondary 2 and 3 were 
recruited.

The	Service	Team	also	submitted	a	project	proposal	 to	 the	I•CARE	Service	Projects	Funding	
Scheme 2013 of the University and made an oral presentation to the selection panel in early June. 
They were able to gain support from the Funding Scheme.

Following a Pre-camp Workshop, a 3-Day-2-Night camp was organized at Breakthrough Youth 
Village from 15 to 17 August 2013.  Activities including mass games, rock climbing and student 
sharing were held to build confidence and enhance the communication skills of the participants.  After 
the camp, participants from the school visited CUHK on 21 September 2013, for a day on campus and 
for the closing ceremony.  Some sponsors of this service programme were also present at the closing 
ceremony and the tea gathering afterwards.

Golf Fun Day
To help student relax and enjoy some exercise during the mid-term period, the College organized a 
Golf Fun Day on 12 April 2013 at Garden Farm Golf Centre in Sai Kung.  
CUHK Five-a-side Soccer Tournament
Eight men, including an international student and two incoming exchange students, took part in the 
Five-a-side Soccer Tournament on 28 September 2013.
CUHK Aquatic Meet 2013
Miss Cheung Wai Ting, Sakura took the bronze medal in the 50 metre breast stroke in the CUHK 
Aquatic Meet 2013 on 4 October 2013, her second bronze medal in two years.  She has also been 
selected for the University Swimming Team.  Sakura and another student, Mr Leung Ho Shing, Eric 
were also selected for the College Swimming Team.
Basketball 
The men’s basketball team participated in the Inter-collegiate Basketball Competition.  The team 
played against Shaw College and Chung Chi College on 7 and 10 October 2013 respectively. 
College Athletic Team
Mr Cheng Kam Luen, Miss Hung Pui Shan and Miss Gu Mingyu represented the College in the 
CUHK Athletic Meet 2013 on 20 November 2013. 
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Summer activitieS

The summer was long, from the last day of examinations on 15 May 2013 to the start of the new 
school year in the beginning of September, a period of over three months — but it would be wrong 
to call it a summer ‘vacation’; rather, it was a time when students took part in a host of meaningful 
activities, adding value to their education.  Some activities were organized by the College; in other 
cases, the College encouraged participation in activities run by other units.  A total of 34 students out 
of the founding cohort of 75 enrolled in the summer session at CUHK, and among these 24 took up 
summer residence in the University, mostly in International House Block Three.  Two students went 
on a study trip to the Yunus Centre in Bangladesh, and three took part in a medical service trip to 
Uganda.  Two students went on a global internship in New York City.  On a larger scale, nearly one-
third of the student body took part in a service project with disadvantaged teens in a nearby secondary 
school.  And nearly two-thirds of the student body contributed to the planning and implementation of 
Orientation Camp for the second cohort.  All these are described under their respective headings in 
this Report.

Video Taking and Editing Workshops
The College invited Mr Michael Law, a professional photographer, to conduct two workshops on 
video taking and editing for students, on 20 and 27 June 2013.  Mr Law introduced the basic concepts 
and techniques (including common software used) for video editing and production, using a College 
video for illustration.  Participating students were assigned tasks for practice at home.  They discussed 
their work with Mr Law in the second workshop and learnt from the ensuing feedback and discussion.

Helping to design a document software
Arising from learning issues identified in the College first-year general education class, a project was 
initiated from the College to design an experimental document software to help students organize 
the writing of a term paper in a systematic way.  The initial thoughts were passed to teachers in the 
Department of Computer Science and Engineering, who obtained a Teaching Development Grant for 
this purpose.  Five students of the College were invited to help with literature search, and to provide 
initial user feedback.  The system, now under the name Easy Scriptor, is being piloted in the academic 
year 2013–14.

Summer experience abroad

Yunus Centre Study Trip to Bangladesh
As a follow-up to the social entrepreneurship workshops, two CWC students, Miss Peng Hejiahui and 
Miss Yan Wing Hang Pearl, took part in a weeklong Yunus Centre Study Trip to Bangladesh, starting 
from 22 June 2013.  During the trip, they learnt about and experienced social entrepreneurship in the 
setting of a developing country.  Both students received the Reaching Out Award (HK$10,000) offered 
by the University to help defray part of their trip expenses. They submitted a reflection report and 
shared what they had encountered in Bangladesh on 21 October 2013. 
Student reflections

•	 The	trip	to	Bangladesh	has	motivated	me	to	get	involved	in	social	entrepreneurship	on	a	global	
scale.  It was an eye-opening experience not only because it enabled me to witness poverty but it 
also made me realize how people like Muhammad Yunus address the problem.  I am grateful that 
I met the participants in this trip who come from diverse backgrounds and they have helped me to 
understand the world in a wider perspective.

CUHK Joint College Medical Team to Uganda
CW Chu College was invited to nominate Medicine students to join the CUHK Joint College Medical 
Team for a service and learning trip to Watoto, Uganda between 19 June and 1 July 2013.  Three of our 
Medicine students, namely Miss Fung Wing Ming, Miss Mak Hoi Ying Stephenie and Miss Tsang Wai 
Tak, volunteered to participate in this service trip.  During the trip, the medical team offered medical 
services and healthcare education for residents in local villages, aside from giving training sessions for 
healthcare personnel in babies’ home in Watoto.

In support of the students’ participation in this meaningful programme, each student was awarded 
a College scholarship of $10,000.  The trip offered great learning opportunities.  The students assisted 
doctors in local clinics by taking examinations of patients, writing prescription etc.  Through working 
with senior medical professionals and local medical staff on the frontline, they gained a lot of hands-
on experiences.  To share their experiences and inspirations from the service trip, the three students 
hosted a session during the communal dinner on 30 October 2013. 
Student reflection
•	 I	have	got	much	more	than	I	had	expected	from	the	trip.	...	It	was	really	chaotic	in	the	afternoon.	

Nevertheless, no mistake was allowed. ... This trip motivates me to study hard in med school so 
that I can better equip myself and serve my patients with my medical knowledge in the future.  I 
was also impressed by the women at Living Hope.  When I compare what they have gone through 
with my own difficulties, I found myself have no reasons for regret.  I shall face my difficulties 
with a positive attitude.

Global Internship
Two College students, Miss Fung Yu Yan Mary and Miss Lin Jiayi Eirene, joined the Global Internship 
Programme organized by Office of Student Affairs in summer 2013.  They both worked in New York 
City from May to July 2013.  The internship has given them experience in the international workplace, 
and increased their understanding of contemporary American culture.

It is 
organized on every Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.  
Until the availability of the College’s own premises, 
the dinners are held in a self-contained section of the 
student canteen in Benjamin Franklin Centre, starting at 
6.30 pm.
