English Translation 

In the past… In the past, when a male descendant was getting married, there used to be a sedan chair 
for marriage, which was carried to the bride’s house for picking her up; the bride would then be sent 
to the male’s village using the sedan chair. This was how a marriage used to be like. It’s no longer the 



case because nowadays the transportation is convenient so people can use the vehicles while people 
in the past had to walk on foot. For everyone, they lifted the sedan chair, which was carried by four 
men, played suona (or dida), and rode on horses to go there. Now it has changed entirely. Everyone 
goes to Chinese restaurants for wedding banquets. There are no such sedan chairs; they are getting 
fewer or even none because the transportation is convenient. Now, everyone drives. So, the groom’s 
family… those male descendants got married like this. There were many people accompanying them 
for taking wives while now people drive their own vehicles to go there. Everything has changed now.
