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Abstract

This talk will discuss the distributed detection of a noisy binary source through a parallel sensor
network. The relays are only allowed to forward partial information about their observation to a
fusion point, which must detect the binary source with minimum probability of error. Some
counter-intuitive examples, optimality of randomized strategies, the conditions of optimality for the
general case, and the solution to the additive Gaussian noise channel will be presented.
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
