3. The Hong Kong Jockey Club Scholarships - Graduate Scholarship at the University of Oxford 2016/17
Three Scholarships for up to three academic years will be awarded for full-time graduate studies at the University of Oxford in any
discipline.

The scholarship will provide in full the tuition and college fee, and a maintenance grant commensurate to the national minimum doctoral
stipend of the UK Research Councils, which shall reflect the average living costs figure for all graduate students, up to a maximum amount
per Scholar of GBP 75,254 per year for three academic years.

- Hong Kong Permanent Residents with the right of abode in Hong Kong.

- Students majoring in the University Grants Committee-funded programmes offered by the Faculty of Engineering, Medicine or Science.
- Preferably cumulative GPA of 3.3 (or equivalent) or above.

- A minimum total TOEFL score of 90 (Internet-based test) with scores for individual sections not lower than 21 on reading, 22 on listening,
21 on speaking, and 17 on writing; or a minimum IELTS (Academic Test) overall band score of 6.5, with no component below 6.0. All tests
must have been taken on or after 20th February 2014.

- Have passion in innovation and technology, and intention of pursuing this as a career.

- Well-rounded, have participated in extra-curricular and/or community service activities.

- Able to demonstrate commitment to Hong Kong.

- Possesses good communication skills.

- Have not received an award under this Scheme.
