Long Valley is a large and diverse area of farmland near Sheung
Shui which was saved from being destroyed by the construction of a
railway line thanks to a campaign led by Hong Kong Bird Watching
Society members in 2001. This was the first time a green group had
mounted a legal case against the government and won. Parts of Long
Valley are now managed for birds and birdwatchers by Hong Kong
Bird Watching Society staff and volunteers and the site is one of the
best in Hong Kong for birdwatching. Waterbirds and farmland birds
have quickly adjusted to the bird-friendly environment and are far
more approachable than anywhere else in Hong Kong.

4. Student Residency Bursary Scheme 2015/16 (for students who reside in hostel for the second term only)
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To be eligible to apply for the CUHK Student Residence Bursary, applicants must:

(1) be local full-time undergraduate students;
