Other than utensils ready on site for
the comers, the organisers also encouraged
participants to bring their own lunchboxes. With
all the efforts, only three bags of waste were
collected by the end of the Festival, which you
could never imagine in other events of its kind.
Through the green approaches, participants are
inspired to lead a green life.

Professor Anthony Chan has been most
impressed by the students’ enthusiasm and
creativity in the celebration of the Tenth

Five College Forums were organised in this
semester to allow students to discuss diversified
topics with professionals from all backgrounds. In
the first Forum in September, Ms. Erica K.M. Lam
conducted a mental health forum entitled 'Mental
Wellness in CUHK'.

With the generous donation of Seeds Foundation,

the College Creativity Laboratory (clab) underwent
major renovation in the past summer and the
refurbished laboratory has been re-opened on 22
September 2017.

clab is now transformed into a completely
new creative playground with partitioning and
malleability. Our Sunnies are encouraged to
exchange ideas and have brainstorming at the
discussion zone; followed by transforming their
ideas into reality through conducting experiments
and working on their prototypes at the heavy
duty workstation. A Student Organisation Booking
Scheme has also been rolled out to facilitate the
mass production of their creative works.

To align with the College mission, upcycling
concept has been adopted in the furniture designs.
The heavy-duty working tables, discussion tables
and display shelves are made of either vintage
wine cases or wooden cable drums. The student
conveners also took part in a number of upcycling
workshops to tailor-make the display shelves, wine
bottle lights and concrete lamps.

It is hoped that more students will make good
use of the laboratory and unleash their creativity
with new ideas in the years ahead!

With a newly renovated clab, the student

conveners have invited a number of student bands,
who are interested in and good at singing, to stage
a four-hour long concert as the kick-off event for
the relaunch of this signature place at our College.
clab was transformed into a concert hall, equipped
with professional musical instruments, lighting
and sound system, that amazed all the audience
who attended and witnessed such a remarkable
occasion.

Over two dozens of songs with a variety of music
genres, included but not limited to the classical
music, K-pop, jazz, rap and freestyle were performed,
non-stop, throughout the night. The event was also
live-broadcast at the platform of Facebook fanpage
so that everyone could celebrate the wonderful and
joyful moment.
