樣重視故事背景、個人形象、人物心理、敘事節奏，可以是轉折雖少意境深遠，或

課程簡介：本課程旨在教授同學對小小說寫作技巧的基本認識，另培養同學對構思

小說內容與經營情節的能力。課堂形式以閱讀、討論及進行寫作活動為主，篇章包
