Early in the sixties, 
Professor Lee went to America to pursue his studies in 
architecture and art in different universities, and then received 
the Master of Fine Arts (sculpture) with honors from the 
University of Oregon in 1967.  After that, he has been working 
in the art field for many years, including teaching art at 
University of Oregon and Rockford College, serving as the 
Director of the Clark Arts Center Gallery, etc.  
 
In recent years, Professor Lee has been actively involved in 
promoting art in CUHK, from holding art talks and 
workshops, to inviting local as well as overseas artists to visit 
the university, enriching the artistic and cultural life on 
campus. Despite reaching his eighties, Professor Lee keeps 
creating art in different forms. The exhibition will feature a 
number of Professor Lee’s recent art works, mainly prints and 
photographs.
