Those who have been fully vaccinated for more than 14 days can be exempted from
entry and serial tests. Detailed arrangements will be worked out in due course. Students who have a contraindication
to vaccination and encounter financial difficulties to cover the cost of serial test may seek assistance from College.

Whether you are vaccinated or not, all members of College should continue to follow all College preventive and
control measures against COVID-19, including mask wearing, social distancing and frequent hand washing.
