Abstract

The academic dialogue between Professor Ang Peng Hwa and Jack Qiu
illustrates the importance of the long-neglected policy approach to communication
or media studies. As told by Ang, driving real and impactful policy changes
necessitates both a participatory as well as a bottom-up approach that foregrounds
the genuine needs of the public over governmental agendas at particular
geopolitical context. Quite coincidentally, the six articles published in this issue
examine how media and new-media marginalize ethnic and gender communities,
the “otherness” and disempowered middle class in different Chinese communities.
The implication of their studies, explicitly and implicitly, call for a betterment of
society with concrete social and policy change.
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
