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With China continuing its economic reform, the proportion of state enterprises has
been gradually reduced and the number of non-state enterprises continues to grow.
Non-state enterprises are those funded by collective, private, shareholder or partial
foreign capital (joint ventures). In addition, foreign enterprises have also developed
rapidly. Currently, non-state economy constitutes approximately 70% of the GNP.
